Science

Geography 

As geographers, the children will describe the location and features of climate zones, biomes and 

vegetation belts.  

 PE 

In PE this half term, we will be taking part in a sequence of swimming lessons where we will increase our 

confidence and ability to stay safe in and around water.  

 

Relationships and Health Education 

In RHE, we will be recapping the emotional and physical changes that occur during puberty, including 

reproductive organs and external genitalia. Key vocabulary – menstruation, puberty, hormones. 

 

Art 

As artists, we will be exploring typography using our focus artist, Paul Thurlby, as inspiration. We will 
create our own unique letters in 3D form.
