English 

This term, we will be writing to inform. We will write a non-chronological report based on Emperor Penguins as well 
as writing a biography on David Attenborough. The children will be conducting their own research and identifying 

key features of both texts.  

Maths 

In maths, we will be continuing our learning about fractions. We will be adding and subtracting fractions with 
different denominators and then multiplying fractions. After this, we will be moving on to decimals and percentages.   

RE 

In RE, we will be discussing our key question: what does it mean to be a Muslim in Britain today? We explore the 5 

Pillars of Islam and learn some key vocabulary to aid our understanding.  

 

 

Science 

As Scientists, we will be learning about all things space. We will start by learning about the planets and then move 
onto lunar cycle. The children will create detailed drawings with labels and fun experiments.  

Geography 

As Geographers, we will be learning about hemispheres and time zones. We will learn how to locate the Equator, 

Northern and Southern Hemisphere, the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn Arctic and Antarctic Circle and time

In PE this term, we will be completing team games such as rounders and tennis. The children will be using the local 

multi use games area near Ellacombe park to build on their skills.  

Relationships and Health Education 

We will be thinking about belonging to a community. We will be looking at vocabulary such as environment, 
sustainable and responsibility. The children will think about heir local communities as well as belonging to a wider
