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Geography

As geographers, the children will be conducting a field study of our town, Torquay. To do this, they will use fieldwork
and observational skills to study the human and physical features of the town.

History

As historians, our key question this half term is ‘Who is a monarch and what do they do?’. We will be looking at who
is a monarch (with a focus on Queen Elizabeth II), how they took on this role and what it means to be a member of
the royal family.

PE

As active citizens, the children will be exploring the sport of tennis and rounders. Building on our gross motor skills
and practicing hitting a ball with the tennis racket/rounders bat towards a target.

Art

As artists, the children will be exploring the work of Poonac (Rob Bacon). He is a national artist who celebrates
equality and diversity to inspire their artwork. We will be using his artwork to focus on tone and shade whilst using
these different colours to create impact with our designs.

As users of technology, this term the children will be introduced to early programming concepts by exploring
using individual commands, both with other children and as part of a computer programme. We will be using
BeeBots and Scratch Junior. )
